· Strengthening cooperation between ESAK and WONDER in advocacy of the rights of vulnerable groups,
· Analysing the best practices of rehabilitation and care services for teenagers
· Strengthening cooperation between ESAK and WONDER public institutions, and international organisations working in support of socially vulnerable groups.  
· Activities which provide local CSO (ESAK) to be known in local area.
· Organizing bilateral conferences, panels describing the role and impact of CSO in Europe with Wonder. 
· Making meetings with local governance about the teenagers’addiction to drugs and registration and contact with their parents. 

· Reaching the teenagers residing in Ünye and establishing healthy relations through specialists being in charge of health organizations.

· Setting up relations with the teenagers and retaining the problems of them on addiction to drugs.

· Social , cultural activities ( organizing sports, music and vocational courses and competitions among them.)   


1.2. Description of the action (max 1 page)

Since the official recognition of Turkey as a candidate country in 1999 national and European institutions have developed a number of bilateral activities with Turkey which fall under the scope of the civil society dialogue. By the start of accession negotiations in 2005, it is underlined that accession process needs to be supported by a strong, deep and sustained dialogue between the societies of Turkey and the EU Member States, as well as with the EU institutions. This was followed by a communication from the Commission on the civil society dialogue between the EU and Candidate Countries with the aim to promote the civil society dialogue, in a broad sense, in the EU and Turkey by enhancing a mutual understanding regarding enlargement issues and concerns. 
The global objective of the action is to give opportunity to potential beneficiaries to get familiar with the policies of the European Union concerning political issues both in terms of legislation and implementation and to be prepared for the accession through strengthening the contacts and mutual exchange of experience between all civil society actors on political issues in the Member States and Turkey.

The specific objectives of the action are to strengthen cooperation among CSOs in advocacy of the rights of vulnerable groups and analyse the best practices of rehabilitation and care services for teenagers under the Lot 2 : Anti-Discrimination and to make the teenagers live be healthy in society and share the same feelings and purposes for the future.

The stakeholders who are eager and ready for the action consist of local authorities ; the local office of Ministry of Education, the local Health Office, the local Security office, a couple of local NGOs and Wonder organization from Austria. The stakeholders in the project are aware of the issue taking place in local and regional and national level but they need to act in cooperation with the other stakeholders to launch the action. Since the first step the project has been discussed among the stakeholders and each stakeholder has accepted its mission in the project. 
In the 1st month ;  the action will start with a visit to the partner organization , WONDER  located in Austria. The people from the two organizations will get to know each other and exchange the experiences on Anti-Discrimination and types of activities and the best practices being carried out under the title in European Countries. 
In the 2nd month ; with the participation of all the stakeholders in the project the press meeting will be held to announce the project in local area through the coordinator of Economic Social Research and Development Organization. At the press meeting the purpose, target groups, implementation, results of the project will be shared with the society. 

In the 3rd month, ESAK and the other partner organizations will start applying the following activities.

3.1 : a few voluntaries will contact and make friends and set up a healthy friendship atmosphere with the  teenagers living and meeting with their friends in different districts of the town, Ünye. 
3.2 ; the authorities from the stakeholders will make a contact with the parents of the teenagers and talk them about their children and the activities to be carried out in the project. 

In the 4th month ; the authorities from Esak and the partner organizations will have meetings and make evaluation about the feedback taken from the teenagers and their problems and demands. At this step the stakeholders will mainly be able to share their roles in the project and the actions they should carry out. 

In the 5th, 6th, 7th month ; the social and cultural activities will be organized according to the teenagers’ demands and needs. The courses of sports, music, education will be managed and the teenagers will be motivated to join the activities. The purpose of the activities is to get the teenagers out of their unhealthy atmosphere and motivate them into the healthy atmosphere in which they will feel happier , self-confident-powerful etc. 
In the 8th month ; the skills which have been gained by the teenagers will be shown and shared with the public in the town. The competitions , races, games, will be held and the opportunities will be provided for the participants to present their skills in public. The activities will be held in the centre of the town and the people in town will be invited to watch and take part in the action.  
In the 9th  month ; the project coordinator Esak and partners will have meetings to evaluate and discuss about the results of activities until that time and the next actions which will be taken.      

In the 10th month ; the activities taken places will be finished. The beneficiaries (the teenagers addicted to drugs) of the project will be certificated. The reports about the project will be released to the public at the press meetings. A party will be held at a hotel garden and all the stake holders ( ESAK, local NGOs, local Authorities, the parents of the beneficiaries and the beneficiaries and the participants of the project) will participate the party. 
The end of the project will be announced by press released.
1.3. Relevance of the action (max 3 pages)
Relevance to the objectives/sectors/themes/specific priorities of the call for proposals

The relevance of the action titled ‘’ Happy future for the youth’’ mainly completes the objectives and priorities of the call for the proposals since the action to be held during the project aims at  communicating of the civil society dialogue between the EU and Candidate Countries with the aim to promote the civil society dialogue, in a broad sense in the EU and Turkey by enhancing a mutual understanding regarding enlargement issues and concerns. 
Also, the action is definitely related to the objectives of the Lot 2 Priority Area 2.1: Socially vulnerable groups which aim at carrying out activities such as strengthening cooperation among CSOs in advocacy of the rights of vulnerable groups, analysing the best practices of rehabilitation and care services for children, women, the elderly people and people with disabilities, strengthening cooperation among CSOs, public institutions, and international organisations working in support of socially vulnerable groups.
The target group, the teenagers aged 13-18 addicted to the drugs, of the action complies with those of the call. One of the specific requirements stated in the Guidelines is rehabilitation of the teenagers being isolated from the society. 

The activities to be done in the project will bring expected results because all stake holders on the duty of the project are capable of performing the actions. As stated in the regulation of the Economic Social Research and Development Organization the teenagers are of vitally a goal to be interested in the youth’s educational life, employment, social, cultural activities. ESAK has already donated scholarship of 60 € to the students studying at university for 4 years per month. The local health organization is always in the activity of the drug addiction. The local security office with the cooperation of the authorities try to prevent the use of drugs among the teenagers. Some other local NGOs have also affords to contribute the prevention of the use of drugs. Local Municipality contributes to the action with a range of sports and musical activities. 
All these activities targeted in the project will create healthier youth in long period as the results of the action will directly affect the counterparts.       
Relevance to the particular needs and constraints of the target country/countries, region(s) and/or relevant sectors (including synergy with other EU initiatives and avoidance of duplication)

In a research carried out by the Foundation for Political, Economic and Social Research (SETA), the following information is worth regarding. The rate of the youth population in Turkey is quite high in accordance with the developed countries. Turkey hasn’t unfortunately had a comprehensive youth policy. The youth in Turkey has always been on the agenda with the problems. The official reports are mainly pointed out that the youth should be prevented from the drugs. Besides, teh plans for development mainly emphasize on the free time activities for the youth. In recent years the improvements have been done to perform the activities. The establishment of the ministry of the youth and sports in 2011 has been a meaningful step for all affords. 

However, there is a big deficiency for Turkish youth to join social, economic and cultural life. In this study the free time activities being done by the youth have mainly been pictured. 
In another report published by EC one of the reasons why the problems of the youth have not been specified and diagnosed is stated that there is no any official guidance to lead the youth policies. The policies being carried out in many countries see the youth experiences as a problem instead of positive potential. In the same report it is pointed out that the youth should be considered as a meaningful part of the society. 

In the research published by SETA it is mentioned that the consumption of drinks and cigarette is seen at highly low level , however, the use of the above is common in different parts of the society. According to a survey done in 2007 , %22 of the boys aged 15-19 and %7 of the girls at the same age take alcohol at least once in three months. The use of mainly cigarette and tobacco is quite common in Turkey. In a survey done in 2003 the cigarette-smoking among the teenagers in Turkey are more common compared with their peers in Europe. The number of the teenagers using drugs in Turkey can be stated to increase. 
According to a research done by the Ministry of Health and UNDOC in 6 different cities use heroine.  

In another research done in 2004 in İstanbul the drug use illegally is getting more common. And this comprises more social and economic groups of people. 
According to the news and information, the studies, press releases, information from the security department announced by the authorities the drugs can easily be reached in Turkey and the drug use starts at the teenaging period and expand geographically. At a quick view, the reasons of the drug use can be listed as follows ;

· Unhealthy relations

· Failure at school

· Isolation from the society

· Crime 

· Serious health problems

The authority institutions on duty of preventing the use of drugs and rehabilitation in Turkey ( TUBIM) are the General Head Office of Security and The watch Center of the Use of Drugs of EU the policies and activities prepared by the TUBIM are applied through the other official institutions ; the ministry of education, the ministry of health, local and national NGOs.  
All the actions ruled and applied by the Turkish authorities are continuously being carried. The results of the actions are released on media. The project intended by ESAK is intended with best practices of the previous activities and their results. But ‘’ Happy future for the youth ‘’ is originally not a continuation of any actions. The action we aim at launching will locally be practised with the partnership of WONDER organization.  The project WONDER which deals with youth educational and anti-discrimination activities in Austria has had considerable experience on the issue in Europe.    

The previous calls for proposals supported by EC have resulted positively. The success of the actions done previously specify potential synergies for the action.  

Describe and define the target groups and final beneficiaries, their needs and constraints, and state how the action will address these needs
The target groups of the teenagers aged between 13-18 using and addicted to drugs in local area and the parents of the teenagers. Also, the local NGOs, the local head of education department and the local head of health department. 

The final beneficiaries of the action are the teenagers using and addicted to the drugs.

The proposed project falls in the priority area ; Socially vulnerable groups under Lot 2: Anti-Discrimination. The action aims at carrying out the activities to reach the needs of the beneficiaries. Because the beneficiaries need to be involved in the society but they can not perform it due to their conditions and those of their parents. They get the solutions using their own reasons and solutions among themselves. They need positive external help. The specialists on the duty of the actions will be able to set up a healthy relations with them and get the opportunities to reach the targets of the project. The final beneficiaries of the project in someway consist of socially vulnerable groups. They also face to Anti-Discrimination in their own society. The actions to be carried out in the project will address the needs of the target groups and the final beneficiaries positively and the results of the project will be examples for the teenagers and their parents in present in society. 

In local area according to the recorded number of the teenagers using and addicted to the drugs by the local police department is 50. They are school children. They take education at schools but they usually spend time at the back streets of the town. They meet their pears in the back streets and spend time talking and using drugs. They just share their lives with those who share the same feelings and live in the same conditions. They dislike communicating with the elderly. They nearly have any contact with their parents until late. Local authorities sometimes try to contact them and listen to them but the process lasts shortly as there is no action planned by the authorities. The police can not contact with their parents, either. 

The actions in the project will be carried out in a systematic way. The partners in the project will perform their roles and missions.

· to give opportunity to potential beneficiaries to get familiar with the policies of the European Union concerning political issues both in terms of legislation and implementation and to be prepared for the accession through strengthening the contacts and mutual exchange of experience between all civil society actors on political issues in the Member States and Turkey.
· To enhance institutional capacity of CSOs to contribute to development and implementation of political reforms and to facilitate the adoption of the reforms by the Turkish society, 

· To establish sustainable networks between the Turkish CSOs and their European counterparts on political criteria  encouraging further dialogue and contributing to better exchange of information and know-how and to reduce misperceptions and concerns both in Turkey and in the EU Member States concerning political criteria issues. 

The particular added-value elements will specifically be as follows ;
· To promote and consolidate the partnerships between the public institutions and civil societies,NGOs.

· To rescue the teeanagers from using the drugs and make them live in society happily and healthily.

· To make the parents be aware of their children and their problems and provide them opportunities to face with their children. 

· To enlight  the society about using drugs among the youngsters and get their help to recover and prevent the problems which the teenagers face.
